The Chateau Haut-Bergey 2013 is a blend of 70% Cabernet Sauvignon and 30% Merlot.
It has a well-defined, brisk bouquet that certainly has more vigour than the second
wine this year. The palate is medium-bodied with grainy tannins, dense black fruit on
the entry but lightening up towards the linear finish. Conservative compared to recent
vintages but it should give pleasure 6 to 8 years after bottling.
